Note:  Tareq comes from the MoE and is funded ½ MoE and ½ AECID – this is AECID’s first “water intervention” in Jordan – AECID have previously and continue to work in the governance, rule of law and economic development sectors.

· €965,000 for 2009 funding – ½ to pilot restoration projects in the Zarqa River Basin and the remaining half for capacity building, institutional strengthening and development of new models for integrated water resources

· “Integrated” for AECID will involve MoE, MWI, MoHealth, WAJ and MoW

· AECID wish to cost share/collaborate with other donors on the Zarqa River restoration project as well as other programs focusing on institutional strengthening – EU estimates for river restoration at €10M.
· Coordinating their efforts with MCC in the Prime Minister’s Office

· He mentioned MoE’s need for better lab equipment (water testing, pollution testing, etc.).  We brainstormed the “water mobile” approach – while a good idea and much needed, sustainability of the project is questionable owing to eventual lack of interest in O&M of the vehicles.

· A soft loan of USD30M was made with Jordan in 1997, Jordan was to cost share by contributing USD4M.  This loan is just now being used to construct wastewater treatment plants related to the Palestinian Community Development Program in Jordan.  This project has been plagued with “huge” problems according to Amjad.
· Fully 50% of Italy’s Jordan aid program is devoted to water/wastewater infrastructure either directly or through other entities such as the World Bank

· Italy has provided a total of USD5.5M for the Red/Dead feasibility study through WB.  (Note:  The tender for the feasibility study closed on April 22).

· Italy is funding USD15.4M for GAM non-revenue water and water distribution pipeline rehabilitation.

· The Italian Department of Cooperation for Development has programmed 50M Euros for water and wastewater projects for 2009-2010.
